. In regard to the second paragraph of your lotter,
I am to inform you that no further legislation dealing with
disability pensions has been enacted since the passing of
the Army Pensions Aet,1923. A Militery Service Pensions

Act wag passed in 1924,providing for the grant of sarvice
pensions to ex-members of the Forces who served in the &
Volunteers and also in the National Army, but claims such &g
MeCurtin's do not come within the scope of this Act,

With regard to the concluding paragraph of your '
letter,I am to state that there are no special funds at
the disposal of the Minister from which an additional i
ex-gratie payment of the nature suggested could be nade ,an
any award which might be made to Mrs.leCurtin under the
Army Pensions Act,1983, would have to be regarded as in 1
and final settlemont of her claim. -

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Lieutenant Tully in reply to 'phone enquiry
stated that Colonel McCurtin was killed in action at
Leix on the 28th July,1922.

Mrs.lcCurtin wrote to the Quartermaster General
in May,1924, and the latter passed the communication on
to the Adjutant General. 1In his minute to the Quarter-

master General the Adjutant General advised that lrs.

'HcCurtin should not apply for a time as further legislation

was to be introduced, and it was possible that she would

obtain a bettér award under the new legislation,
The‘Adjutant General's minute appears to have

been incorporated in a letter by the juartermaster General

to Mrs.lleCurtin and has, apparently, céeated the

impression that by delaying her claim she would benefit

to a greater extent than she could under the Army Pensions

Act,1933,

Mrs. McCurtin has consulted us with regard to
your letter sddressed %o Mr. Daniel lorrissey, T.D.
on the subject matter of hér claim under the Army
Pensions Act in respect of her late son Colonel
Austin MeCurtin who lost his 1life in July of 1922.

~ We have only access to the 1923 Statutes as
this so far is the only volume which has been issued.
We rather gather that since the Act of that year that
at least one subsequent one has been passed and before
advising our elient any further we would like
naturally therefore to have an opportunity of perusing
its provisions. Perheps in the special circumstances
and a8 there are as you are aware specisl grounds for
urgeney you could obtain and send us in course of post
& copy of the Ststutes or Regulations under which the
elaim ought to be based.

- Mrs. MeCurtin informs us that & claim was
submitted by her in 1922 through the Quartermaster
General to the Adjutant Generel's Office. Is it to

be understood thet this cammot be traced? She sappears
to be under the impression that she was informed that
she would come out more favourably if she postponed

her application to the passsing of some subsequent
Legislation. Perhaps this therefore is the explanatiom.

In general would you please indicate if other than
the Statutory provisions or Regulations thereunder it is
to be taken that the Government have not at their AL
disposal any special fund out of which an ex-gratia
payment over ahd above or in addition te taything which
the Act permits can be made.
